In the case teams are tied at the end of the round robin, the following tiebreakers will be used:

1. Most Wins.

2. Highest goals for and against differential, based on a maximum of five (5) goals per game. L.E.: 20 GF
minus 15 GA = +5

3. Highest decimal resulting from this goals for/goals against formula: GF divided by (GF + GA) based
on a maximum of five (5) goals per game differential.

4. Highest total goals for - based on a maximum (5) goals per game differential.

5. Lowest penalty minutes.

6. Coin Toss.

If a playoff game ends in a tie there will be a 10-minute 3-on-3 sudden death overtime, in which both
teams will switch ends. If there is no winner in that overtime period there will be a three (3) player
shootout and teams will return to the same end they would have begun the first period in. The home
team will have the choice to shoot first or second. If the teams are still tied after three shooters each,
there will be a sudden death shootout. Shooters are only eligible to shoot once until ALL skaters have
taken a shot, then players will be eligible to shoot twice.

We look forward to a fantastic weekend of hockey and cannot wait to crown a U17 Hockey Super
